A member of our Kid Zone
PLUS team will come outside to assist you.

Overflow parking for drop off and pick up will also be available in the PUMC parking lot, located on the southwest corner of
Chicago and lllinois Streets. After parking in one of the overflow parking spots, which will be marked clearly with Kid Zone PLUS
signs, please call or text the site phone, remain in your vehicle, and wait for a member of our Kid Zone PLUS team to assist you.
